1 Rose’s Kavacanne Morgan It Seems, most promising pup at 11 months, very nice type, lovely body shape, good size
and outline, liked his head, kind eye, straight front, good bone and substance, neat feet, moved well with plenty of drive keeping a level
topline. 2 Roden’s Keigame Nastrulla, another nice puppy, close decision, a little younger than 1 and not as mature in body, needs more
time but will make a very nice dog, loved his head and expression, good earset, also of good size, short back, stood over plenty of
ground, needs to come together on the move, promising. 3 Proudfoot’s Keigame Danti.

Junior Dog (6). 1 Rose’s Kavacanne Morgan It Seems. 2 Brown & Burns’ Magregor Threes A Crowd at Pothouse, nice class,
splitting hairs, really like this dog, he is maturing well at 16 months, has all the essentials, good head and eye, needs to darken, strong
neck, good shoulders, well bodied, good angles all round, | just had the edge on movement today. 3 Wilkinson’s Zarozinia Beinn An
Oir.

Yearling Dog (3). 1 Trow & Jowsey’s Winterwell Mr Hobbs, lovely dog, true to type, loved his head and noble expression, balanced
outline, good substance and bone, straight front, short back, moved very well coming and going with plenty of drive. 2 Wilkinson’s
Zarozinia Beinn An Oir, upstanding dog, good body proportions, good head, a solid well grown youngster that moved with power and
drive. 3 Smith’s Winterwell Fowl! Play.

Post Graduate Dog (2). 1 Knowles & Glen’s Willholme | Got A Feeling for Bessalone, this young man presented a typical picture of a
balanced dog, marred by carrying too much weight, shape and proportions good, he has a nice head, straight front, moved fluidly round
the ring. 2 Pearson’s Ladyhawke Sultan, different type to 1, but very appealing, quality head, neck and shoulders, good body shape,
needs more maturity to complete the picture, moved well but a little proud of his tail today, overall a nice dog.

Limit Dog (4). 1 Hawkesby’s Benboee Beguilling at Delahawk, lovely dog coming into his own now, soundly constructed with a lovely
head and kind expression, masculine in outlook, presented a balanced outline, well bodied, good depth of chest, stood on good legs
and feet, moved very well with a power from nicely angled quarters. 2 Dymond’s Frairsbelle Marshmellow, another nice dog with a
good head and reach of neck, clean outline, straight front, correct length of rib, good rear with plenty of angulation, moved true fore and
aft. 3 Grant’s Goosepoint Dipper from Stairfoot.

Open Dog (10). Super class full of quality. 1 Mann & Roden’s Sh Ch Valger Nearco from Keigame, lovely dog, worthy champion,
presents a true picture of balance and power, correct proportions, beautiful quality head and the kindest expression, masculine yet
elegant, clean lines on this dog, moved well in this class with a long powerful stride to take the DCC. 2 Graham’s Sh Ch Winterwell
Jellybelly with Nyliram, another well presented quality dog, loved his type, clean outline, liked his head, lovely expression, long neck,
good shoulders, correct length of rib, strong muscular hindquarters which he used to move effortlessly to take the RDCC. 3 Drysdale’s
Sh Ch Barleyarch Farthing at Drysika.

Minor Puppy Bitch (1). 1 Sielski’s Orchidstar Xtra O’live, stood alone but a nice puppy of good make and shape, balanced in outline,
well bodied, good head, neck and shoulders, moved well keeping a level topline.

Puppy Bitch (3). Lovely class. 1 Haren & Waddel’s Magregor Shneeball, lovely elegant puppy headed this class, super head with lovely
expression, a bit naughty today but her excellent qualities shone through, good body proportions, super shape, long neck to good
shoulders and depth of body, needed to settle on the move but when she did moved well with plenty of driver to take BP. 2 Drysdale’s
Drysika Fast Track, another lovely puppy, has all the essentials to make a lovely bitch, nice head, dark eye, clean in outline, lovely
substance and bone, preferred coat on 1, very well schooled, moved really well with a lovely stride, well muscled hindquarters. 3
Tierney’s Keigam Hustle.

Junior Bitch (6,1). Nice class. 1 Lindridge’s Amidala Fast And Furious, super bitch, eye catching, lovely head so feminine, long neck,
good angles all round, well balanced and sound, straight front, good depth of body, legs and feet, maintained her topline at all times,
moved really well, very promising. 2 Tierney’s Keigame Hustle, placed 3rd in last class, deserved her place here, lovely bitch, solid liver,
good substance and bone, well put together, presents a pleasing outline, good depth and body proportions, really liked her head and
eye, moved very soundly with plenty of drive. 3 Hayes’ Valger Quarz in Elfindrew.

Yearling Bitch (4,1). 1 Roden’s High High Jingle Bells at Keigame, lovely quality bitch close to top honours today, has that touch of class,
loved her head, ultra feminine, soft expression, good shoulders, super body shape, strong topline kept on the move, balanced and
poise sums her up, moved really well. 2 Lindridge’s Amidala Fast And Furious. 3 Schoneville’s Belvanie Bella.

Post Graduate Bitch (7,1). 1 Cox’s Cushatlaw Irresistable, well shown to bring out the best in this bitch, attractive head, good neck and
shoulders, good depth, maturing up in body now, well angulated hindquarters, moved really well here to take the class. 2 Tudor’s
Torranpoint Peppercorn, another nice bitch coming together now, liked her as a puppy, classic head and eye, good flow into neck, well
bodied, balanced, good muscletone, still needs to settle on the move. 3 Clark’s Swinsty Thruscross Spanger.

Limit Bitch (9,1). Lovely class. 1 Drew’s Cushatlaw lllustrious, litter sister to previous class winner, quality, feminine bitch, has ring
presence and style, nice head, clean in neck and outline, good size and body, in good condition, moved with drive and enthusiasm,
keeping her topline at all times. 2 Knowles & Glen’s Wilholme Sharp and Smart at Bessalonne, bigger bitch all round and different
type to 1, nice qualities on this bitch, lovely head and eye, balanced and sound, well ribbed strong loin, didn't move as well today as |
know she can, a lovely honest bitch. 3 Heath’s Barleyarch Ladybird at Pinseeker.

Open Bitch (10). Outstanding class of bitches. 1 Trow’s Sh Ch Winterwell Tootsie Roll, love this bitch, out of the top drawer, for me in
excellent form, beautiful feminine head, lovely expression, dark eye, she has good depth and substance portraying a picture of overall
breed type and balance, sound as a pound, moved so well with drive, in fit hard condition to take the BCC & BOB. 2 Haran & Waddell’s
Sh Ch Magregor Fluffernutter, another super bitch, unlucky to meet 1, different type, she has quality and style, very elegant in outlook
from her lovely head and eye, good bone and substance, balanced outline, lovely picture stacked, moved easily round the ring. RBCC.

Good Citizens Bitch (1). 1 Schoneville’s Belvenie Midnight Rambler, well put together bitch, clean outline, nice head, substantial rear,
which she used to move well round the ring.
