Minor Puppy Dog (1). 1 Rymer’s Sarscottah Easy Ryder at Rollenwood. Attractive 6 and a half month old liver and white flashy pup.
Good shoulder placement and depth of chest. Good spring of rib. Good feet, well muscled for age, moved ok. Raw puppy at the moment
which meant he was giving a lot away to the bitch puppy in the challenge.

Junior Dog (3). 1 Bowler’s Winterwell Iggy Inch JW. First noticed this young boy earlier this year, liked him then and he did not disappoint
today. Almost 18 months old and maturing well. Liver and white of medium size. Lovely well proportioned head with dark eye and kind
expression. Good angles front and rear with well sprung rib and let down chest. Ribs carried well back, strong loin. Good width of second
thigh, moved out well. RDCC. 2 Heath and Robinson’s Pinseeker Pep Guardiola. Unfortunate to meet class winner today but I'm sure
could change places at any time. Another nice youngster coming through. Well balanced, dark liver and white ticked boy very slightly smaller
all through. Good shoulder placement and return of upper arm. Again, good rear quarters, well muscled with good width of second thigh. 3
Mape’s Agdenusher Mulberry.

Yearling Dog (2). 1 Angus’ Keigame Hvitserk of Sparkenhoe. Well made liver and white ticked dog with correct pleasing head and
good eye, not overdone in any respect. Good front, lay of shoulder, return of upper arm and depth of chest. Short strong loin. Moved well.
2 Corkin’s Kenzduo Firework. Medium sized liver and white ticked dog. Head of correct proportions, well muscled quarters. Moved well.

Post Graduate Dog (1). Hill’s Ceilloch Russian. Well made liver and white boy of good proportions. Pleasing typical head with good dark
eye, good length of neck into well laid shoulders and good return of upper arm. Well muscled quarters, strong over loin. Moved well but tends
to pull back when stacked.

Limit Dog (5,3). 1 Rusk’s Booton Provence. Well made solid liver boy, so well balanced. Head of correct proportions with dark eye and
kind expression. Good neck into well laid shoulders, good depth of chest with well sprung rib and strong loin. Good rear angulation and width
of second thigh, nice harsh coat. Moved well. 2 Tierney’s Ceilloch The Show Must Go On. Unfortunate to meet the class winner today as
another well made dog, slightly small all through. Again, good shoulder placement and angulation front and rear, kind eye. Just preferred
the head on class winner. Moved well.

Open Dog (7). 1 Smith & Reardon’s Sh Ch Winterwell Maida Stone. Solid liver medium sized well boned boy of good proportions shown
in tip top condition. Clean cut head with dark eye into good neck and well laid shoulders. Well balanced, good angles fore and aft. Short
backed, strong over loin. Good coat, well muscled quarters. Moved with good reach and drive. DCC. 2 Mann’s Sh Ch Valger Ragnar JW.
Another lovely dog. Good head and eye, nice clean neck, so well balanced. Strong well muscled loin and quarters, good width of second
thigh. Moved well. Could change places with class winner on another day but just felt the winner had the edge on movement today. 3 Dodd
and Hayes’ Jhebron’s Jeno via Elfrindew.

Veteran Dog (1). 1 Heywood’s Int, De, NI Ch & Hu Gr Ch Pitwit Action Man. Aimost 8 year old boy who belies his age both in appearance
and movement. Liver and white ticked. Good typical head, clean cut with good dark eye and soft expression. Medium sized, good neck and
shoulder placement. Good angles front and rear, well muscled throughout. Stood short backed covering plenty of ground. Moved with good
reach and drive. BV. Delighted to see him go Gundog Veteran Group 3!

Special Beginners Dog (2,1). 1 Corkin’s Kenzduo Firework. BSpBeg.

Puppy Bitch (1). 1 Angus’ Keigame Hearts Desire of Sparkenhoe (Al). 10 month old liver and white bitch puppy with lots to like about
her. Well made with plenty of substance but not overdone. Standing good and square on straight legs. Good lay of shoulder and return of
upper arm, short backed, firm over the loin, well muscled quarters Harshest of coats. BPIB.

Junior Bitch (5). This was a very strong class. 1 Pearson’s Winterwell Lulu Moppet to Ladyhawke JW. Judged this young bitch in a
puppy group at the start of her career, liked her then and she did not disappoint today. Dark liver and white ticked bitch, compact and of
good proportions. Lovely head and expression, good dark eye. Well balanced, with good angles front and rear. So feminine but well muscled
throughout for her age. Moved well. 2 Staley’s Jomeel Olivia’s Choice. Another promising bitch that really caught my eye, could change
places with the class winner on another day. Slightly bigger throughout than the class winner though nothing overdone. Correct head
proportions with kind expression, dark eye, good front and rear angulation. Lovely harsh coat. Moved with drive. 3. Sielski’s Orchidstar
Missing Link JW.

Yearling Bitch (2). 1 Merritt’s Sperant Chocolate Cosmos JW. Flashy dark liver and white bitch. Pleasing head and expression, good
dark eye. Nice reach of neck into well laid shoulders, good angulation front and rear. Moved out well. 2 Bunker’s Winterwell Little ltch.
Nice compact young bitch. Liver and white of medium size. Good head and expression, depth of chest and spring of rib, strong over the loin.
Moved well.

Graduate Bitch (6). 1 Rutherford’s Dappledele Aurelia Rose. Smart dark liver ticked bitch, well presented and shown. Plenty of substance
but not overdone in anyway. Good head ratios and dark eye with kind expression. Good length of neck, well laid shoulder with good return
of upper arm, firm in loin good turn of stifle. Well muscled, held topline well on the move. 2 Staley’s Jomeel Olivia’s Choice. 3 Angus’
Keigame Hearts Desire of Sparkenhoe.

Post Graduate Bitch (4). 1 Read’s Keigame Signe. Have liked this young bitch from ringside but she doesn’t always play ball with her
handler, today, however she didn’t put a foot wrong. Medium sized solid liver bitch. Pretty, typical head with good dark eye, moderate neck
into well laid shoulders. Ribs carried well back, firm loin. Good width of second thigh. Moved out well. 2 Nixon’s Quintana Qing Ping.
Another nice bitch of good proportions. Quite flashy liver and white, slightly bigger all through than the class winner but not overdone in any
way. Pretty head with kind expression, carries her topline well but just didn’t have the spark of the class winner today. 3 Hallam’s Redic
Shiraz.

Limit Bitch (11). What a fabulous class! The class winner caught my eye when she entered the ring! 1. Ellis’ Soellis Fancy Nancy.
Pretty compact bitch, correct feminine head with kind dark eye and correct well set ears. Elegant moderately long slightly arched neck into
clean well laid shoulders. Well let down chest, correct spring of rib, short back and strong over the loin. Well angled quarters, well muscled
throughout but nothing overdone. Good width of second thigh. Moved well with drive. Pleased to award her the BCC & BOB. Good to see
her shortlisted in the gundog group. 2 Delaney’s Archerpoint Sea the Stars at Redmires. Another lovely example of the breed. Feminine
bitch slightly bigger throughout than the class winner but nothing overdone. Prettiest of heads of correct proportions with nice dark eye. Well
balanced, ribs carried well back short back. Presented in hard condition. Moved well. RBCC. 3 Brown and Filby’s Winterwell Thatlido for
Desjiem JW.

Open Bitch (8,3). Another fabulous class! 1 Thurm’s Sh Ch Dappledele First Date at Bryburn. Dark liver and white ticked bitch. Pretty
head with good eye, excellent neck into good shoulders. Lovely straight forelegs and tidy feet. Good depth of chest, front and rear angulation.
Good width to second thigh. Moved well with good reach holding her topline. 2 Trow’s Sh Ch Fayemm Treacle Tart with Winterwell JW
(Al). Another well made, fit bitch. Solid liver, head of correct proportions. Slightly smaller overall than class winner. Good depth of chest and
spring of rib. Strong over loin. Well balanced, moved well. 3 Joy’s Solwaypoint at Mannlicher.
