2 Burford’s Kavacanne Morgan
You. Same breeding as one and also has a good head and eye, good bone, legs and feet, lovely clean balanced outline, good reach of

neck, deep chest and good hindquarters, not as positive on the move as one, nice type.

Puppy Dog (2) 1 Rose’s Kavacanne Morgan It Seems. 2 Burford’s Kavacanne Morgan You.

Junior Dog (2,1). 1 Brown & Burns’ Magregor Threesacrowd At Pothouse. Liked his type, shapely head, strong neck to good

shoulders and front assembly, body well ribbed up, good bone and feet, clean outline, strong in hindquarters, not putting all in on the

move today.

Post Graduate Dog (5,2). 1 Mould & Bird’s Koolwaters Cream Cracker. Liked his size, nice masculine head without coarseness, has

well boned legs standing on good feet, mature body, well muscled quarters, sound action with good tail action. 2 Hawksby’s Benboee
Beguiling At Delahawk. Another quality male with all the essentials, good head shape, ample neck to firm topline, deep chest and well

off for bone, good spring of ribs, firm quarters, moved well close up to winner. 3 Rusk’s Booton Yvrands.

Limit Dog (4). 1 Duncan’s Kavacanne Hun Toint Retrieve JW ShCM. Lovely type, one I have admired from the ringside, fulfilling all his

early promise, won the class with ease, has a lovely head shape, good bone with nice outline, reach your neck with slight arch, a well

balanced dog all through, in good condition the best mover in the class. 2 Marsh’s Koolwaters Pacific At Kilnrae. Impressive dog, he

scores in balance, in outline with good deep ribs, with strong level topline, well coupled firm loin, has good bone and strong hindquarters.

Not quite matching first on the move, but a lovely type of dog. 3 Hughes’ Sonnenberg Sealion.

Open Dog (6,1). Lovely class quality and type. 1 Adams’ Sh Ch Barleyarch Alvar JW ShCM. A dog I have always admired and has

tremendous ring presence, did not disappoint when going over him, handsome head without coarseness balanced in outline with

good reach of neck to shoulders well developed chest and ribs, good bone and feet, quarters well muscled which he put to good use

in his positive easy action, now a veteran but belies his years no hesitation in awarding him the DCC. 2 Rose & Gaffney’s Sh Ch & Ned
Ch Kavacanne Toff At The Top JW ShCM. Quality dog of good type, good all round conformation, nice size, good in outline, good bone,

nice legs and feet, well balanced body, shown in good condition moved with drive, pushed the puppy for the RCC. 3 Tait’s Benboee
Bachata. Another quality and type, pushed first and second all the way.

Puppy Bitch (1). 1 Rusk’s Marrans Blue Moon Over Booton. Very raw baby, needs more confidence, head ok, good bone and feet was

erratic needs time.

Junior Bitch (5,1.) 1 McDougall’s Robincroft Charleston. Loved the overall elegance of this bitch, so feminine and balanced all

through, maturing well, strong topline, straight front, good bone with well made quarters, sound mover. 2 Chandler’s Koolwaters Ritz.
Good type, well balanced youngster, developing well in body, she has a good front assembly and hindquarters not as positive on the

move as one. 3 Prior’s Jolicoem Jevington Of Whinchat.

Yearling Bitch (6,2). 1 Burford’s Pingarypoint Hot Topic. Feminine bitch, classic head with dark expressive eye, clean outline, strong

in loin, well muscled hindquarters, lovely well boned legs and good feet, quality all through, she was sound on the move and pushed

hard for the RCC, just lost it on maturity, one to watch. 2 McDougall’s Robincroft Charleston. 3 ThomasTaylor’s Knabynnus Springtym

Willow.

Graduate Bitch (1). 1 Prior’s Jolicoem Jevington Of Whinchat. Third in Junior, feminine head, good legs and feet, coat in good order,

moved ok.

Post Graduate Bitch (7,2). 1 Gain & Dixon’s Kavacanne A Vimto For Molkara. The star of the day. One I have admired since her puppy

days, she is full of quality and type with a classic feminine head and dark eye, soundly constructed all through, has strong well boned

limbs legs on good feet, elbows tucked in, well balanced body of good depth very sound on the move with good foot fall, shown in

excellent condition pleased to award her the BCC and in the final challenge she went with more enthusiasm than the dog to take BOB.
