
Critique - The German Shorthaired Pointer Club Open Show

Minor Puppy Dog (2). 1 Pocock’s Fayemm Sea The Stars. BPD. What a handsome youngster this is – very masculine head, dark eye, 
high set on ears, strong jaw, correct dentition. Enough length of neck, well laid shoulders. Powerful frame, chest well let down. 
Level over back, decent bend of stifle. Moved out on easy stride. 2 Schoneville’s Balvenie Double Diamond. Another very pleasing 
head, of decent proportion, broad over skull, soft expression. Muscular reach of neck. Chest deep, ribbed well back. Wide over 
loin. Moved steadily.

Puppy Dog (2,1). 1 Schoneville’s Balvenie Double Diamond.

Junior Dog (2,1). 1 Mann’s Valger Ragnar. BD & BIS. This dog fills the eye, is stunning, both stacked and on the move. Exceptionally 
balanced masculine head, rounded over skull, dark eye, ears high set and carried close to head.  Clean muscular neck flows into well 
laid shoulders, deep chest. Topline firm and short ribbed well back. Tail set on continuation of croup. Hindquarters well-muscled 
and sound, decent bend to stifle. Well-padded tight feet.  He comes into his own on the move a lesson in forward reach and rear 
drive. Still a youngster but what a future in front of him. 

Yearling Dog (1). 1 Carter’s Gilleyfield Ads Wood. Masculine head, dark eye, ears high set. Arched, muscular neck. Moved well.

Novice Dog (1). 1 Carter’s Gilleyfield Ads Wood.

Post Graduate Dog (1). 1 Carter’s Gilleyfield Ads Wood.

Limit Dog (3,2). 1 Staley’s Jomeel Midnight Ramble. Powerful dog of good size – masculine head. Dark eye, high set on of ears. 
Shoulders well laid. Forelegs straight. Moved out steadily.

Open Dog (4,1). 1 Sielski’s Orchidstar Bonds Of Speed JW ShCM. Decent head, kind expression, chest well let down. Short over 
back, thigh well developed. In good stride on the move. 2 Pearson’s Ladyhawke Sultan. Solid powerful dog. Masculine head, chest 
deep, decent bend of stifle. Moved on good stride. 3 Staley’s Jomeel Monkey Wrench. 

Veteran Dog (1,1). Absent.

Field Trial Dog (0). No Entries.

Minor Puppy Bitch (5,1). 1 Trow & Jowsey’s Winterwell Stoney Trail. BPB & BPIS. Just fell for this youngster; she has the most ap-
pealing head, well balanced, skull broad, lovely expression. Ears high set and carried close to head. Neck muscular. Decent layback 
of shoulder. Short over back, chest well let down. Hindquarters well developed.  Tight feet. In lovely harsh coat. She is altogether on 
the move, belying her tender age. 2 Lockett’s Fayemm Forever Together. My first just had the edge on this youngster on the move; 
however, she has a beautiful feminine head of balance, skull broad, decent dark eye. Elegant reach of neck arched and muscular. 
Level topline, enough bend of stifle. On the move she moved steadily. 3 Scoreby’s Earswick Dalby Runner.

Puppy Bitch (6,1). 1 Trow & Jowsey’s Winterwell Stoney Trail. 2 Cox’s Cushatlaw Serendipity. Well balanced all-through, just had to 
give way to maturity today.  She has a very feminine head, kind expression, high set on ears, long muscular neck. Well angulation 
both front and rear. Very steady on the move. 3 Staley’s Jomeel Naughtylicious.

Junior Bitch (2). 1 Barker’s Valger Rapunzel At Barkers Dream JW. What a lovely type this bitch is. Has the most lovely tidy head 
of true balance. Softest expression, high set ears, Forelegs straight, chest well let down. Ribs well sprung. Short over back, good 
width over loin. Strong hindquarters.  Very animated on the move. 2 Bowman’s Ceilloch Azure at Sharrale. Very feminine head, lovely 
dark eye, slight arch to muscular neck. Forelegs straight, chest well let down. Moved out steadily.

Yearling Bitch (2,1). 1 Bowman’s Ceilloch Azure at Sharrale.

Novice Bitch (2). 1 Trow & Jowsey’s Winterwell Stoney Trail. 2 Cox’s Cushatlaw Serendipity.

Post Graduate Bitch (3). 1 Tudor’s Torranpoint Tenille. Such a very stylish bitch, the most delightful head, dark eye, high set on ears, 
strong jaw. Shoulders muscular and well-laid back.  Depth to chest, forelegs straight, elbows well in. Hindquarters muscular, decent 
width to thigh. Stifle well bent. Tight feet.  Very stylish on the move. 2 Barker’s Radstorm Legal Eagle at Barkersdream JW. Strong 
bitch, decent headpiece, lovely dark eye. Forelegs straight, chest well down. Moved with purpose.

Limit Bitch (5,1). 1 Rutherford’s Cushatlaw Charisma of Dappledele. RBB. Liked the overall balance and style of this bitch, very 
feminine head, kind expression.  Elegant muscular neck, well laid shoulders.  Body of good proportion, deep chest, straight front 
with enough bone. Ribs well sprung. Powerful hindquarters - decent width of thigh. Stifles well bent. Moved on good stride. 2 
Lockett’s Fayemm Remember Me. Pleasing bitch, balanced head, dark eye and well set ears. Jawline strong, Shoulders well laid, 
straight front. Decent spring of rib. Hindquarters powerful with excellent angulation.  Exhibited powerful stride on the move. 3 
Pearson’s Ladyhawke Dizzy Miss Lizzy. 

Open Bitch (6,2). 1 Cox’s Sh Ch Cushatlaw Irresistable JW ShCM. BB, RBIS & BOS. Such a very pretty bitch of true proportion.  She 
stands over plenty of ground and is so well balanced. Head very feminine clean cut, with breadth over skull. Melting expression, ears 
set on high of good length. The most lovely arched neck into well laid shoulders.  Short-coupled well developed body shape, mus-
cular and well developed, ribbed well back. Straight front, chest well let down. Hindquarters strong, muscular and well-developed 
over hips. Sound tight feet. Exhibiting sound free-flowing stride on the move. 2 Tudor’s Torranpoint Peppercorn. Lovely type, very 
pleasing in head, deep chest, shoulders well laid. Level topline, sound free hindquarters, well angulated. Moved out well on steady 
stride. 3 Sielski’s Orchidstar Xtra O’live JW.

Veteran Bitch (2,1). 1 Pearson’s Ladyhawke California Star JW. Head pleasing, decent depth of chest. Short over back. Well-devel-
oped hindquarters, straight with enough bend to stifle. Moved out positively.

Critique - Fred Whitworth Memorial  Stakes

I would like to thank the Club for inviting me to judge and give thanks to the exhibitors who entered their dogs. It was a pleasure to 
be able to go over some quality dogs today. 

Junior Dog or Bitch. 1 Barker’s Valger Rapunzel At Barkersdream JW. Good overall well balanced, young 14th month solid liver Bitch. 
Lovely soft, kind expression. Nice dark eye, well-proportioned head with correct set ears.  Good reach of neck falling into well 
placed shoulders. Good depth of chest and a nice spring of rib. Well placed elbows with correct front assembly. Neat, tight feet.  
Good rear angulation. Correct tail set and nice coat texture.  Good muscle tone. Moved out and back well with a good profile 
view showing reach and drive. 2 Scoreby’s Earswick Dalby Runner. This delightful flashy 6mth old bitch took my eye with her ring 
presence and maturity for one so young. A lovely feminine expression with a nicely proportioned head. Correct ear set and length. 
Eye still a little light but will darken with age. Good reach of neck, good lay back of shoulder, good depth of chest, elbows well 
placed and lovely front construction overall. Nice short back and lovely rear construction with a good bend of stifle, everything 
in proportion and nothing over exaggerated. Good muscle tone for a puppy. Excellent harsh coat condition. Moved nicely out and 
back and lovely reach and drive in profile. This youngster did well. 3 Pocock’s Fayemm Sea The Stars.

Post Graduate Dog or Bitch. 1 Staley’s Jomeel Midnight Rambler. This Masculine Flashy Dog was presented in a hard condition but 
has a lovely soft expression. Nice strong evenly proportioned head. Muscular neck with good reach falling into well-placed shoul-
ders. Deep chest and good spring of rib. Good strong front and rear assembly. Feet neat and tight.  Presented in toned condition 
with good muscle.  Nice top line with correct tail set, which was held on the move. Coat texture harsh. Moved out well and with 
drive and purpose. 2 Barker’s Radstorm Legal Eagle at Barkersdream JW. Well-presented bitch with a lovely feminine head of even 
proportion. Nice dark eye. Good forefront with good elbow placement. Good reach of neck, with a nice layback of shoulders. 
Good depth of chest. Harsh coat.  Nice angulation front and rear. Moved well out and back. 3 Tudor’s Torranpoint Tenille. 

Open Dog or Bitch. 1 Staley’s Jomeel Monkey Wrench. Strong mature dog of even proportion throughout. God shape dark eye, 
powerful jaw. Kind soft expression. Strong muscular neck with powerful front and well placed shoulders. Elbows well placed with a 
good depth of chest. Short back, strong hind quarters with good angulation and defined muscle tone. Correct tail set. Nice Harsh 
coat. This dog moves with reach and drive and with power and purpose covering plenty of ground effortlessly. Another presented 
in hard condition. 2 Pearson’s Ladyhawke Dizzy Miss Lizzy. Lovely feminine bitch with the most appealing expression. Lovely reach 
of neck, good layback of shoulders with good angulation overall. Good depth of chest, nice elbows. This bitch was pleasing to the 
eye in a profile stack covering the ground well and evenly proportioned overall.  Nice tight feet. Well-muscled and presented in 
good condition.  Moved out and back well. 3 Pearson’s Ladyhawke Sultan.
